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I. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE WORK

The relevance of the study is primarily determined by the fact that the period under
study encompasses significant political, economic, and social changes that have occurred in
the region, such as the overthrow of the apartheid regime in South Africa, the emergence of
democratic administrations in many countries, and the advancement of efforts toward regional
integration. Understanding the specifics of these processes provides valuable insights into how
these transformations have influenced the development outcomes and processes of the
countries and the region as a whole.

Another reason lies in the fact that regional integration in Southern Africa is crucial for
addressing common challenges and leveraging collective opportunities. Issues such as trade
facilitation, infrastructure development, as well as peace and security, require coordinated
efforts from neighboring countries. Thus, analyzing the specific characteristics of regional
integration can help identify areas where cooperation is most needed and where existing
mechanisms may require strengthening or reform.

Moreover, the period from 1992 to 2023 includes important milestones on the path to
regional integration and encompasses the transformation and establishment of regional
organizations such as the Southern African Customs Union (SACU), the Southern African
Development Community (SADC), the Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa
(COMESA), and the African Continental Free Trade Area (AfCFTA). Examining the specific
features of these initiatives and how they affect regional cooperation can provide valuable
lessons for future integration efforts.

The relevance of this research goes beyond the expert-academic community and also
has practical significance for policymakers and opinion leaders in the Southern African region.
The findings of the research can influence strategic priorities, the development of policies and
programs that promote regional integration goals, and the improvement of the population's
well-being by offering fact-based analysis and recommendations. Such practical significance
ensures that the research will have a tangible impact on promoting sustainable development
and prosperity in Southern Africa.

These reasons underscore the relevance of the research topic and, consequently, the
need to study regional integration processes in Southern Africa, reflecting broader dynamics
of integration on the African continent.

Finally, the relevance of the research is also due to the fact that these processes are
underrepresented in contemporary academic literature.

Literature review. Over the past few decades, scholars have shown great interest in
the regional integration of Southern Africa, exploring its driving forces, challenges, and
outcomes. This literature review examines significant works on regional integration in the
region from the 1960s to the present, focusing on perspectives from Russian, Western, and
African authors. The study includes scholarly literature published in both English and Russian.

The historiography in Russian can be divided into several groups depending on the
thematic focus of the research. The first category includes works dedicated to the historical
development of Southern African countries. This group primarily consists of the works of
Soviet researchers, who made significant contributions to the study of Africa during the
existence of the USSR. Among these are the scholarly works of V.F. Titov!, A.B. Davidson?,

The study by S.A. Slipchenko examines in detail the most important participation of
the "frontline states™ in the liberation struggle in Southern Africa. The scientist emphasizes
that the voices of regional countries were heard all over the world, strengthening calls for
justice and condemning colonialism in the international arena®®.

The work of A.A. Gromyko holds an important place in historiographical discourse. It
discusses an era of conflicts in the region, where the enduring legacy of racism and colonialism
intersects with the natural trajectory of African countries striving for political self-
determination®®. V.G. Shubin!’ examines the liberation movements in Southern Africa in the
1960s and 1990s.

The second category of works dedicated to Southern Africa includes publications by
Russian Africanists and scholars who studied the international relations of Southern African

These researchers examined diplomatic
interactions, geopolitical dynamics, and the foreign policy orientation of the countries in the
region.

In a collection of articles compiled by A.P. Pozdnyakova, L.Ya. Prokopenko, V.A.
Sidorov, and others®, particular attention is paid to elections held in Southern Africa and
Madagascar, especially in the years following the "wave of democratization” that swept across
Africa in the early 1990s.

The third category is represented by the works of Russian researchers studying regional
cooperation in Southern African region in various areas. This section focuses on the growing
significance of Southern African nations in global politics and the economy. The works of

Researchers from MGIMO University of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russia
study economic integration in Africa, based on the publications of G.M Kostyunina*’, who
argues that, despite the signing of initial integration agreements during the colonial period,
Southern Africa and other regions of Africa remain among the least integrated in the world.

The study conducted by M.I. Ogurtsov takes into account the unique features of
political and economic integration in Southern Africa®. The issue of currency integration in
Southern Africa is explored in the works of E.S. Romanchuk®.

Particular attention should be given to the work of the leading expert in the intellectual
and cultural history of Africa and its diaspora, as well as postcolonial studies, T.M. Gavristova.
Her extensive research covers the history of science and culture in Africa and the African
diaspora, with a special focus on issues of identity and exclusivity®°.

The fourth category consists of studies focused on the challenges faced by Southern
African countries in their regional integration efforts. This part of the literature review includes
contributions from several researchers such as G.M. Sidorova®, A.V.Zinina®, T.S.
Denisova®, V.V. Anokhin®, and others.

N.A. Dobryakova and T.M. Karmov conducted a study on the emergence of ongoing
armed conflict in the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) in the 1990s. S.G. Karamaev
studied the attacks of groups in the province of Cabo Delgado from 2017°.

Foreign historiography has extensively explored various aspects Southern African
regional integration process. Within the English literature, this historiography can be

The purpose of this dissertation is to identify the peculiarities of regional integration
process in in Southern African Region.

To achieve the above-mentioned research study's purpose, the following tasks must be
completed:

e Investigate the economic and political motivations behind Southern Africa’s regional
cooperation.

o Assess the external factors impacting regional integration in Southern Africa.

e Investigate the historical and legal foundations of regional integration.

e Examine the specific features and objectives of key regional integration groupings in
Southern Africa, including SACU, COMESA, and the AfCFTA.

e Assess the role of SACU, COMESA, and AfCFTA in the regional integration process.

e Evaluate the role of SADC as the core of regional integration projects in Southern
Africa.

o Assess regional responses to maintaining security and peace in Southern Africa.

The chronological scope of the study covers the period from 1992 to 2023. The lower
boundary was defined in 1992, when apartheid was ended in South Africa, which led to serious
political changes and increased regional cooperation. During this time, the Southern African
Development Community (SADC) and the Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa
(COMESA) were established to promote economic development and regional integration.

The upper limit was determined in 2023, when a new stage of consolidation of regional
integration efforts begins. In particular, important agreements and documents aimed at
strengthening cooperation and economic integration were signed.

Main Sources of Data. In order to achieve the author's objectives and successfully
tackle the research task at hand, a wide range of sources have been carefully gathered,
analyzed, and organized.

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Methods of the research. General scientific methods were used in the work: analysis,
synthesis, induction and deduction. They were used to identify the main prerequisites and
causes of integration processes in Southern Africa, identify common and special features of
economic and political regionalization, etc. Special historical methods were also used. Using
the historical-genetic (retrospective) method, the economic and political prerequisites for
regional cooperation in Southern Africa were determined. The historical-comparative method
made it possible to compare the points of view and approaches of various researchers and
experts to the problems under consideration.

The work is based on a problem-chronological approach, which involves a consistent
analysis of historical events and achievements in order to identify and understand the
underlying problems, causes and outcomes. In this study, this method was used to
systematically study the political and economic motives of regional integration, external
influences on regional integration and the role played by various regional integration
associations such as SACU, COMESA, AfCFTA and SADC. After analyzing the progress in
integration efforts and the related obstacles over time, the authors of the study identified the
main problems and patterns, which allowed us to gain a complete understanding of the
complex dynamics of regional integration in Southern Africa.

The scientific novelty of the dissertation lies in the comprehensive study of regional
integration in Southern Africa from 1992 to 2023. It identifies priority areas, specific features
of integration processes, and their impact on the region's developmental trajectory, as well as
assesses the role of integration associations in ensuring economic and social progress.

The dissertation presents an original periodization of the integration process and a new
conceptual approach to studying the fundamentals of integration in Southern Africa. This
approach takes into account both political and economic incentives affecting regional
integration efforts and the underlying motivations behind the joint efforts of Southern African
countries.

The dissertation systematizes the external and internal factors influencing regional
integration in Southern Africa. The research provides a detailed understanding of how global
economic trends, geopolitical dynamics, and international trade policies impact integration
initiatives. ldentifying the level of interaction between internal and external factors in the
regional integration process has laid the foundation for further analysis of regional integration
in Southern Africa.

The author offers practical recommendations to enhance the effectiveness of local
governments' policies in addressing existing challenges and leveraging the opportunities of
regional integration.

The scientific novelty of the research is also determined by the introduction of a broad
range of original sources in English, including documents and reports from international
organizations. This has enabled an in-depth exploration of the theoretical approaches and
practical activities of Southern African countries aimed at improving the legal framework and
bilateral relations to stimulate integration processes.

The main provisions for defence.

The following provisions are submitted for defence:

1. Southern Africa’s regional integration stems from a unique historical background
shaped by struggles against colonialism and apartheid. Liberation movements, particularly in
countries like South Africa, Angola, and Mozambique, laid the foundation for collective
action. These movements fostered a shared vision of regional solidarity, which continues to
influence the political and economic unity pursued today.

2. Regional integration in Southern Africa is driven by dual motivations: economic
growth and political stability. On the political side, integration fosters peace, reduces the
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likelihood of conflict, and promotes collective security, particularly through institutions like
SADC. Economically, integration has been incentivized by trade facilitation, the development
of regional infrastructure (e.g., transportation corridors), and the need for larger markets to
boost economic resilience. The link between political stability and economic growth creates a
reinforcing cycle that sustains integration efforts.

3. Institutions like the Southern African Customs Union (SACU), Southern African
Development Community (SADC), the Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa
(COMESA), and the African Continental Free Trade Area (AfCFTA) are the main drivers of
integration, where SADC plays a central role in political coordination, conflict resolution, and
economic harmonization. SACU, one of the oldest customs unions globally, facilitates
economic collaboration through tariff-sharing agreements. COMESA works to promote
regional economic integration through trade and investment, by reducing trade barriers and
facilitating the free movement of goods, services, and capital across member states. It focuses
on advancing customs cooperation, promoting industrial growth, and fostering a competitive
regional market. AfCFTA, though continent-wide, is a critical framework for reducing trade
barriers and fostering intra-African commerce, with Southern Africa as a key participant.
These organizations create platforms for dialogue, trade harmonization, and coordinated
political actions that foster both economic development and peace within the region.

4. Despite notable achievements, Southern Africa’s regional integration is hindered
by several challenges, including political instability in countries like Mozambique, where
insurgency in the Cabo Delgado region poses security threats, and the Democratic Republic of
Congo (DRC), which faces ongoing armed conflict and political unrest that destabilize the
region. Economic disparities between member states—such as between wealthier nations like
South Africa and poorer neighbors—create uneven benefits from integration efforts.
Additionally, overlapping memberships in multiple regional organizations, like SADC and
COMESA, lead to conflicting policies, undermining effective collaboration.

5. External geopolitical factors, such as Cold War alliances, colonial legacies, Western
influence, and contemporary global economic pressures, have significantly influenced regional
integration in Southern Africa. International financial institutions, like the IMF and World
Bank, have historically imposed structural adjustment programs that affected national
economies and regional strategies. Trade agreements with the European Union and the United
States, along with sanctions and international diplomatic interventions, have further shaped
the region’s political and economic dynamics. In more recent years, the rise of China’s
involvement in Africa, particularly through infrastructure investments, has reshaped regional
cooperation, creating both opportunities and challenges.

6. SADC has played a pivotal role in peacekeeping and conflict resolution efforts in
Southern Africa, including interventions in the DRC, Mozambique, and Lesotho. These efforts
ensure that political stability is maintained, which is a precondition for regional economic
integration. Additionally, the SADC Mutual Defense Pact and other security agreements
emphasize collective security, which fosters a stable environment for economic cooperation.

7. A specific feature of Southern Africa's integration is its focus on infrastructure
development, Trade Liberalization, Industrial Development and Human Development.
Investments in regional transportation, energy grids, and communication networks are crucial
for linking member states and enabling the free flow of goods and people. This focus on
infrastructure plays a key role in facilitating both economic and social integration.

8. The deep socio-economic divides left by colonialism and apartheid continue to
affect the region. Regional integration serves as a tool for addressing these historical injustices
by promoting equitable economic development, fostering cross-border cooperation, and
improving the standard of living for marginalized communities.
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Theoretical significance. The dissertation is of substantial theoretical significance as
it makes a significant contribution to the scientific discussion on regional integration within
the African context. By analyzing integration efforts in Southern Africa over more than three
decades, the research provides valuable insights into the dynamics, challenges, and
achievements of regional cooperation in this area. Thus, the results, theoretical conclusions,
and positions of the research are crucial for understanding the evolution of integration efforts
in Southern Africa.

This study contributes importantly to the accumulation of scientific knowledge on
regional processes in Africa by shedding light on various aspects of regional integration
processes in Southern Africa. It examines the economic, social, political, and institutional
dimensions of integration, highlighting the difficulties associated with establishing closer ties
between countries with varying levels of development, governance structures, and historical
backgrounds. Through this comprehensive analysis, the authors have expanded existing
theoretical frameworks, emphasizing the interaction of factors shaping regional integration in
Southern Africa, such as colonial legacy, intra-regional conflicts, and external influences.

The research practical relevance presented in this dissertation provides key
references and conclusions that can be used by individuals or organizations while addressing
relevant issues in SADC, SACU, COMESA, AfCFTA, and other similar organizations.
Moreover, these materials can be utilized to create outlines for lectures for students studying
regional integration dynamics in Southern Africa. The lectures would specifically focus on
SADC, SACU, COMESA, and AfCFTA regional schemes and other aspects of international
relations and security problems in Southern Africa.

The research’s comprehensive nature allows for a “cross-sectional” examination of
achievements and obstacles, followed by the formulation of a roadmap for their own
development. The research may also be of interest to Russia, which has returned to Africa after
more than a decade away as one of the primary bilateral partners in appraising the prospects
for development cooperation with countries in Southern Africa.

The reliability and validity of research findings depend on several factors. These
include having a representative source and information base, following a systematic approach
to analyzing the challenges under scrutiny and using various scientific research methods.

Dissertation Approbation. The key findings and conclusions of the dissertation are
presented in four scientific publications. One article has been published in peer-reviewed
scientific publications that are included in the list of the Higher Attestation Commission and
the list of the PFUR. The remaining three articles have been published in publications that are
included in the international citation databases such as Scopus and Web of Science.

The structure of the dissertation. The dissertation is composed of five sections: an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources and literature, and abbreviations.

1. GENERAL CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION
The introduction to this research deals with aspects such as: the relevance of the topic,

the description of the chronological framework, the research objectives, the object and the
subject, the analysis of the scientific development degree, the source base and the
methodological basis of the research. Additionally, the introduction includes the justification
of the scientific novelty, the practical and theoretical significance of the studied problem, and
the main provisions the author intends to defend.

Chapter One, entitled «The conceptual foundation for Southern African integration
processes» is made up of three paragraphs.
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The issues related to the «The Political and Economic Incentives for Integration in
the region» are discussed in the first paragraph. In this part of the work, the author examines
the political and economic motives behind regional integration in South Africa, highlighting
historical challenges such as conflicts, colonialism and apartheid, and their impact on the
desire for cooperation and regional stability. The region faced a long struggle for independence
and internal conflicts, which created a political necessity for regional integration to achieve
peace, stability, and reconciliation. Key events, such as the fight against apartheid in South
Africa and the struggle for independence in the countries of the region, formed the basis for
the desire for regional cooperation and integration. The dissertation separately emphasizes the
role of regional conflicts and their impact on regional stability. The opposition to apartheid,
the struggle for independence in various countries of the region and interference in the internal
affairs of neighboring States created the need for regional integration to prevent the spread of
conflicts and ensure collective security. The author notes the role of the frontline States
(Zambia, Tanzania, Mozambique and Angola, which opposed apartheid and colonialism,
expressed in the initiative of South Africa CONSAS (Constellation of South African states).
These countries acted as a pillar for liberation movements, providing shelter, logistical support
and military training. Their efforts contributed to the further integration of the region and made
it possible to achieve the independence of the countries of the region from colonial rule.

Paragraph two is dedicated to issues related to the «Influence of External Factors on
Regional Integration in Southern Africa». The author describes the impact of the
international geopolitical situation on the process of regional integration in Southern Africa
after the countries gained independence. During the Cold War, the USA and the USSR
competed for influence in the region because of its strategic importance and natural resources.
This rivalry manifested in the support of various groups and governments in Southern African
countries, which often exacerbated internal conflicts and hindered regional cooperation.
External interference in the internal affairs of Southern Africa has had a profound impact on
regional integration, fueling existing conflicts. From the author's point of view, the regional
conflicts in Angola and Mozambique were significantly intensified by the superpowers’
support of opposing sides.

External economic factors also played a key role in shaping integration initiatives.
Southern African countries sought to integrate into the global economy by attracting
investment and developing trade. However, global economic fluctuations, such as changes in
commaodity prices, also posed challenges to stable economic growth in the region. International
organizations such as the World Bank and the IMF provided financial and technical assistance
to support economic reforms and infrastructure projects, which contributed to the region's
development. Finally, security and stability in the region were important factors influencing
integration. Conflicts in neighboring countries posed threats to the stability of the Southern
African region, often forcing countries in the region to take defensive measures that slowed
the integration process.

The third paragraph focuses on the «Historical and Legal Foundations of Integration
Tendencies in Southern Africa». The author describes important regulatory documents that
laid the foundation for multilateral cooperation in Southern Africa. In particular, the Windsor
Declaration of 1980, which brought together representatives of Great Britain, Tanzania,
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Zambia, Mozambique, Botswana, Angola and Zimbabwe, testified to the first successes of
international solidarity and support for the region's struggle against apartheid and colonial
oppression. This declaration emphasized the common desire for the principles of independence
and self-determination for the countries of Southern Africa, reaffirming the dedication of the
great Powers to support the aspirations of the peoples of the region to govern themselves
without external interference and domination. At the same time, the Lancaster House
Agreement of 1979 marked a turning point in the history of Southern Africa, concluding
negotiations and ending the long war in Rhodesia, which led to the independence of
Zimbabwe. This agreement embodied the principles of inclusivity and democracy, seeking to
balance the interests of all parties involved in the dispute and providing a platform for
constructive dialogue and compromise, facilitating the resolution of long-standing grievances
and creating the basis for a more just and representative political system in Zimbabwe. The
Harare Declaration, adopted in 1989 at the Commonwealth Heads of Government Meeting,
condemns apartheid and expresses support for the struggle for the liberation of Southern
Africa. The document symbolizes the collective rejection by States of the discriminatory
policy of apartheid and underlines the Commonwealth's commitment to human rights,
democracy and equality. The dissertation emphasizes that these documents laid the foundation
for cooperation, political stability and economic unity in the region, encouraging interaction
between the countries of Southern Africa, stimulating trade development and promoting
peaceful relations.

The second chapter, «The collaborative effort for regional integration in Southern
Africa: SACU, COMESA & AFCFTA» examines practical issues related to the development
of integration formats in the South African region. Special attention is paid to the three regional
integration associations, which play a key role in shaping the economic landscape and
strengthening cooperation between the countries of Southern Africa.

The first paragraph «The Formation and Organizational structure of the Southern
African Customs Unionx is devoted to the study of the oldest agreement on the customs union,
which has existed since 1910. The author presents an overview of the history of the formation
of the union, starting with the first agreement between the Cape Colony and the Orange Free
State, and up to the annexation of Namibia in 1990. The dissertation also analyzes the main
provisions and changes that have occurred in the union as a result of three key agreements:
1910, 1969 and 2002. He also notes the importance of these agreements and their impact on
the economic integration of the region. In particular, the agreement of 1910 marked an
important milestone in the history of international trade between the South African Union and
neighboring territories. The dissertation analyzes the main provisions of this agreement,
including the trade agreement and trade regulation, as well as the mechanisms of operation of
the agreement and its impact on the economy of the region. The author emphasizes that the
Unified Negotiation Mechanism serves as an essential tool for achieving the common goal of
the SACU member States - to ensure a unified approach to the structure and position in
negotiations. By promoting consensus, it allows all parties involved to work towards a
common goal with greater efficiency. This involves coordinating the interests and priorities of
individual Member States to develop a collective bargaining strategy that best reflects the
interests of the entire SACU bloc.
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The second paragraph, «The Economic Harmonization within the Common Market
for Eastern and Southern Africa (COMESA)», examines issues related to the creation of the
Committee for Economic Cooperation of East and Central Africa (ECCAS) in 1965 and its
subsequent development into the Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa
(COMESA) in 1993. These initiatives were important steps towards regional economic
integration and cooperation in the region under consideration by the author and were based on
the principles of mutual benefit and common development. They aimed to pool the resources
and capacities of the countries of Southern Africa to achieve shared prosperity. The paragraph
also notes the important role of regional bodies, such as the Council of Ministers and the
Intergovernmental Committee, in the preparation and discussion of agreements on the
establishment of regional economic communities. These bodies coordinated the efforts of the
participating countries to develop and ratify treaties, providing technical expertise and guiding
the process as a whole.

The paragraph emphasizes the solidarity of the newly independent African countries in
the pursuit of regional economic cooperation. An important meeting in Lusaka is mentioned,
where regional integration was discussed, which led to the creation of COMESA. Despite
challenges such as uneven development and regulatory barriers, the creation of COMESA has
become key for integration and economic cooperation, including a free trade area and
infrastructure projects. The importance of the Lusaka Declaration and negotiations on a
preferential trade zone for the further development of the region is noted.

The third paragraph, «The African Continental Free Trade Area (AfCFTA) and its
influence on the integration efforts in Southern Africa» is devoted to the analysis of the
integration format created in March 2018 and became a historic achievement for Africa,
uniting almost all countries of the continent into the largest free trade area in the world. This
agreement can help increase intercontinental trade, create new jobs and stimulate economic
growth. 54 countries of the African Union are signatories to the AfCFTA agreement (only
Eritrea is not included in it). The author evaluates AfCFTA as a significant step that
demonstrates a determined desire for close economic cooperation and integration on the
continent. However, there are also risks: realizing the potential of AfCFTA requires joint
efforts and overcoming the challenges that stand in the way.

The researcher stresses that AfCFTA also aims to remove trade barriers and stimulate
cooperation among African countries. The agreement provides opportunities for the creation
of a single market, enhancing the competitiveness of businesses, improving infrastructure, and
eliminating logistical obstacles. Significant attention is given to supporting small and medium-
sized enterprises, promoting gender equality, and fostering sustainable economic growth,
which should improve the lives of all Africans. The paragraph specifically examines the
challenges faced by the region’s countries, such as increased competition, developmental
disparities, and infrastructure shortcomings. Successful implementation of AfCFTA will
require substantial investment, regional cooperation and coordination, as well as support from
international partners.

Chapter Three, «The Southern African development community in the context of
regional integration», provides an analysis of the key driving force behind regional
integration projects in Southern Africa. The author will consider the constructive contribution

of this integration institute in terms of solving socio-economic problems and achieving priority
development goals.

The first paragraph, «The Historical Background of the Southern African
Development Coordination Conference (SADCC)», analyzes the activities and role of the
predecessor of the Southern African Development Community (SADC). The period from 1979
to 1980 was a turning point in the history of the South African region. South Africa pursued
an authoritarian strategy to expand its own influence in the region, which resulted in the
creation of the Constellation of South African States (CONSAS) in Southern Africa in order
to maintain its dominance over neighboring countries. The struggle against the apartheid
influence of the Republic of South Africa (RSA) in the region was decisive, and the CONSAS
posed a serious threat to the stability of the region. Therefore, it was important to challenge
this strategy and resist South Africa's efforts to subjugate its neighbors. As part of the
CONSAS strategy, South Africa sought to establish alliances with neighboring States, using
divisions and vulnerabilities in the region to support its own economic and political interests.
This strategy posed a serious threat to the sovereignty and independence of the surrounding
nations, as South Africa sought to maintain the apartheid status quo and extend its influence
throughout Southern Africa. In response to this threat, a group of "frontline States"”, including
Zambia, Botswana, Mozambique, Zimbabwe, Tanzania, Angola and others, united to resist the
neo-imperial ambitions of South Africa. These countries have realized the importance of
united efforts to counter South Africa's aspirations for regional hegemony and to promote
regional stability and development. To coordinate their efforts, they established the Southern
African Development Coordination Conference.

The second paragraph, «The Transition from SADCC to SADC: the Political
Landscape of Economic Integration», is devoted to a significant stage in the history of the
South African region, when the transition from the South African Development Coordination
Conference (SADCC) to the South African Development Community (SADC) took place. The
process of changing the formats of regional integration was caused by political, economic and
social factors of the late 1980s and early 1990s. This transition symbolized new efforts to
integrate the region in political, economic and social aspects, which was especially important
during this period. The change of formats was largely necessary to end apartheid in South
Africa and establish a system where regional issues would be decided by a majority of equal
participants. As for the transition itself, it represented an evolution of efforts to integrate the
region, whose countries sought an independent foreign policy. Politically, SADC was formed
against the background of the collapse of the apartheid regime in South Africa and has become
an important tool for regional cooperation. This has opened up new prospects for deepening
cooperation, political stability and economic growth in the region. The author emphasizes that
the transition from SADCC to SADC was an important step towards a more extensive and
integrated strategy of cooperation in Southern Africa. This transition was associated with the
implementation of an inclusive and comprehensive approach to regional cooperation, which
included political cooperation, security cooperation, as well as economic growth. SADC has
become a forum for promoting trade, investment and social progress, facilitating cooperation
among members of the region and deepening integration. Economic factors played an equally
important role in the transition from SADCC to SADC.
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Member states recognized the need for a more integrated approach to addressing
common economic and social challenges. The evolution of the political situation, including
the fall of the apartheid regime, has created favorable conditions for deepening economic
cooperation and investment. The new format of cooperation assumed broader cooperation not
only in the economic, but also in the political and social spheres. South Africa's entry into
SADC after the fall of apartheid and the expansion of the organization, including countries
such as Mauritius and the Democratic Republic of the Congo, helped strengthen regional ties
and create opportunities for economic growth. Through this collaboration, SADC has sought
to promote sustainable development, address poverty and inequality, and combat challenges
such as climate change.

The third paragraph, «The Challenges and Responses to Maintaining Security and
Peace in the Region», examines various peace and security issues caused by historical
conflicts, socio-economic differences and transnational threats. To address these problems,
regional organizations such as SADC have been established, focusing on cooperation between
member States and interaction with international partners. The SADC security architecture,
which includes the Organ on Politics, Defense, and Security Cooperation (OPDSC) and the
Strategic Indicative Plan (SIPO), aims to ensure stability for economic growth and promote
cooperation between neighboring countries. These goals are a priority for regional integration
initiatives.

One of the key structures aimed at ensuring security in the region is the Organ on
Politics, Defense, and Security Cooperation (OPDSC). The OPDSC coordinates efforts to
maintain peace and security, including peacekeeping operations and conflict resolution.
OPDSC plays an important role in conflict prevention and resolution, as well as in creating
conditions for sustainable economic development. The paragraph also highlights the
importance of such a tool as the Strategic Indicative Plan (SIPO), which serves as the basis for
joint work to ensure security in the region. The interaction between the SIPO and the OPDSC
contributes to strengthening cooperation between the countries of South Africa, which makes
it possible to respond more effectively to security threats and maintain peace and stability in
the region.

The Conclusion summarizes the key findings of the work.

The political and economic prerequisites of Southern Africa for regional integration
were key factors determining the trajectory of the region's integration. Political motives,
including the desire for peace, stability and collective security, have pushed countries to
cooperate more closely. Economic incentives, such as the desire to expand market access,
attract investment and achieve economies of scale, also played an important role.

The study showed that the political landscape of the South African region is
characterized by a complex interaction of historical heritage, liberation movements and
geopolitical dynamics, all of which are essential for regional integration efforts. The
postcolonial legacy associated with the centuries-old colonial rule of European powers has had
a profound impact on the socio-political structures of many countries in the region. This legacy
includes deep-rooted inequalities, ethnic divisions, and governance issues that continue to
define political dynamics today.
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The contribution of liberation movements to the struggle against colonialism and
apartheid in southern Africa is undeniable. These movements have played an important role in
ensuring the independence of many countries in the region. However, the transformation of
these movements into ruling parties has had a profound impact on the political landscape. This
has sometimes led to authoritarianism, political bias, and obstacles to democratic governance.
The dominance of certain liberation movements in the political arena has contributed to the
complex balance of power in the region, influencing decision-making processes and
integration efforts. It is important to recognize the role of liberation movements in history, as
well as the need to remain vigilant to protect democratic values in the present.

The political climate of South Africa has been heavily influenced by geopolitical
rivalries, both in the past and in the present, which has complicated attempts at regional
integration. This rivalry is driven by various factors, including historical enmity, competition
for influence, control over resources, and the strategic interests of regional powers and external
players. Historically, South Africa has been marked by deep-rooted rivalries, especially
between apartheid-era South Africa and neighboring States known as frontline States. During
the apartheid regime, South Africa’s policy of racial segregation and its aggressive pursuit of
regional domination led to tensions and conflicts with neighboring countries. This historical
antagonism has left a legacy of distrust and suspicion, which continue to influence regional
relations and integration initiatives.

Despite these difficulties, political cooperation has played a crucial role in resolving
historical conflicts and strengthening stability in the region. Regional organizations such as
SADC provide platforms for dialogue, mediation and conflict resolution, helping to prevent
and manage conflicts. In addition, the promotion of democratic governance and respect for
human rights are central principles of regional integration efforts, contributing to the
strengthening of democratic institutions and the rule of law in many Southern African
countries.

In addition to resolving historical conflicts, political cooperation has contributed to
strengthening regional solidarity and a sense of common purpose among the countries of
Southern Africa. Through joint initiatives and joint decision-making processes, the countries
of the region have demonstrated their ability to work towards common goals such as poverty
reduction, economic development and social progress. Despite the challenges and complexities
inherent in the political landscape, commitment to political cooperation remains the driving
force behind efforts to promote peace, stability and integration in the region.

The study showed that from an economic point of view, regional integration provides
many advantages that can significantly affect the prosperity and development of the member
countries of regional integration associations such as SADC, SACU and COMESA. One of
the main advantages is the expansion of trade opportunities in the region. The free exchange
of goods and services between the participating countries has become possible thanks to
regional integration, which eliminates trade restrictions such as import quotas and tariffs. This
helps to increase trade volumes, promotes specialization based on comparative advantages,
and creates a broader market for both producers and consumers. Increasing competitiveness is
another key advantage of regional integration. Through cooperation, Southern African
countries can pool their resources and expertise to develop industries and sectors in which they
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have a comparative advantage. By doing so, they can increase efficiency, reduce production
costs and compete more effectively in both regional and global markets. This increase in
competitiveness not only benefits businesses, but also contributes to overall economic growth
in the region. In addition, regional integration can attract more foreign direct investment (FDI)
to Southern Africa. A larger and more integrated market with simplified regulation and an
investment base is more attractive to foreign investors seeking access to new markets and
expanding their activities. The influx of foreign direct investment can bring much-needed
capital, technology and expertise that can further boost economic growth, create jobs and
stimulate innovation in the region.

When assessing regional integration organizations in Southern Africa, it was shown
that the modern integration environment of the region includes several regional organizations
such as SACU, COMESA and AfCFTA. Regional integration organizations play a crucial role
in promoting economic growth, trade facilitation and development cooperation throughout the
region. SACU, COMESA and AfCFTA serve as important platforms for strengthening
regional economic integration and addressing common challenges faced by Member States.
Despite various obstacles, such as limited institutional capacity, inconsistencies in legislation
and a lack of infrastructure, these associations have achieved significant success in promoting
intraregional trade, investment and industrial development.

The dissertation proves that SADC is the driving force behind regional integration
projects in southern Africa. As a cornerstone of economic development, SADC encourages
cooperation and solves common problems throughout the region. By establishing SADC as a
hub for regional integration projects, the region recognizes the importance of collective action
to achieve common goals. Through its institutional structure, policy initiatives and strategic
partnerships, SADC provides member States with a platform for cooperation in various areas,
including trade facilitation, infrastructure development, and peace and security. By uniting the
countries of Southern Africa, SADC contributes to strengthening stability and prosperity for
all, truly changing the situation in the region for the better. Thanks to SADC's key role in
regional integration projects, the region can fully realize its potential and enjoy the benefits of
collective growth, development and prosperity.

Moreover, SADC has adopted a number of principles and approaches that underline its
commitment to strengthening cooperation and solidarity among Member States. One of the
key aspects of SADC's approach is its emphasis on inclusive decision-making processes.
Unlike some regional organizations, where the decision-making process is dominated by
several influential members, SADC prioritizes the involvement of all member States in the
decision-making process. Such an inclusive approach ensures that the diverse points of view
and interests of all Member States are taken into account, increasing the legitimacy and
responsibility for the decisions taken by the organization.

Reaching consensus is another cornerstone of SADC's approach to regional
cooperation. Recognizing the importance of consensus in addressing complex regional issues,
SADC encourages Member States to engage in dialogue and negotiations to reach agreements
acceptable to all parties involved. This approach promotes cooperation and prevents unilateral
actions that could undermine regional unity and stability. By striving for consensus, SADC
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supports the spirit of cooperation and compromise among Member States, laying the
foundation for effective collective action.

Capacity development is also central to SADC's efforts to promote cooperation and
solidarity among its member States. Recognizing that many countries in the region face limited
capacities in various fields, including public administration, infrastructure development and
economic management, SADC provides support and assistance in strengthening the capacity
of its member States. Through training programmes, technical assistance and knowledge-
sharing initiatives, SADC helps Member States acquire the skills and expertise needed to meet
common challenges and achieve common goals.

However, despite the fact that SADC has made significant progress in promoting
regional integration, challenges remain that require concerted efforts to overcome. The main
of these problems are peace and security issues, as well as governance deficiencies in the
region. Peace and security remain a major concern in southern Africa, as ongoing conflicts,
political instability and transnational crime pose a threat to regional stability. Despite SADC's
efforts to address these issues through initiatives such as OPDSC and regional peacekeeping
missions, much remains to be done to effectively prevent and resolve conflicts, strengthen
institutions and promote good governance.

SPECIFIC FEATURES OF REGIONAL INTEGRATION IN SOUTHERN AFRICA
(1992-2023)

The dissertation is devoted to the study of the dynamics, features and main directions
of regional integration in Southern Africa from 1992 to 2023. The paper examines the main
political and economic prerequisites, external factors affecting regional integration in Southern
Africa, and identifies the features and objectives of key regional integration associations in
southern Africa, including SACU, COMESA and AfCFTA. The thesis establishes the
historical evolution and institutional framework of the three integration associations. Special
attention is paid to the role of the SADC as a center for regional integration projects in Southern
Africa. The author also identified regional measures to maintain security and peace in Southern
Africa.
